The program of educational practices in social and economic geography is made in accordance with the directions of the main
educational program of training 05.03.02 - Geography. The practice is a part of a cycle of the training plan "Basic and specialized
training practices." The complexity is 3 credits (108 hours). The interim certification is carried out in the form of examination (grade is
made in accordance with the score-rating system of students’ evaluation learning outcomes of PSU).

The main activities and objectives of the practices are related to the improvement and fastening of geographic competences, obtained
during of studying such courses as "Introduction to the social and economic geography" (elective) and "Fundamentals of Territorial
Sociental System". Also events of the practice are guided by the competencies mastered by the students during the training general
geographic (socio-economic) practice.

At the heart of the practice is complex geographical analysis of the territorial socio-economic microsystems (TSEmS). On the sample
of municipalities students study their territorial and functional structure, conditions and formation factors, the main tendencies of their
transformation, identify causal relationships between human life and the environment the basic building blocks of TSEmS operation,
determine the efficiency of the micro-regions through the analysis of the problems of territorial organization. It is used socio-economic
mapping and spatial analysis as the main research methods. During the practice the students form the necessary supply of skills
required for the study of professional socio-geographical disciplines in the framework of the chosen direction - "Geography and
Economics of the Activities", "Economic and Social Geography of Russia and the World", "Geography of Population and
Geourbanisticks", "Region Studying" and so forth.
