1. The basics of project activity
The section introduces projecting as a way of management and rhythmization of processes taking place in real
practice. It comprises the following aspects of projecting in different types of professional activity, such as the
key terminology (projecting, project activity, project culture, project method), the origin and the history of
emergence of the term "project” in culture and practice, project features, theoretical aspects of projecting,
specific activities which result is scientific projects, project activity and modelling, situation and event
modelling,
project triangle or triple project restriction, restrictions on resources and risks, project resources, project
duration, basic principles of project resource planning, conflicts and their resolution, project risks, classification
of project risks, stages of risk management, identification of project risks, project risk assessment, qualitative
risk analysis, quantitative analysis of risks, development of measures to respond to risks, use of information
technologies for risk management in the project.

2. Types of projects & their design
The section comprises the following issues:

Typological characteristics: prevailing in the project activity; subject area; way of communication in the process
of project activity; type of project coordination; type of contacts; number of project participants; duration of the
project.

Classification of projects: by level, scale of changes, scope, field of activity, quality requirements and methods
of its implementation, by the range of projects, by the level of participants, by the type of the target, by the
object of investment activity, by the main reason of the project, etc.

General approaches to project structuring. Stages of work on the project. Preparatory stage: selection of the
topic, setting goals and objectives for the future project. The choice of the topic. Determining the importance of
the project topic. Requirements for the selection and formulation of the topic. Relevance and practical relevance
of the research. Definition of goals and objectives. Typical ways to define a goal. Effectiveness of the goal
setting. The concept of "Hypothesis". The process of building a hypothesis. Formulation of a hypothesis.
Hypothesis proving and disproving.

Planning: selection of necessary data, determination of ways to collect and analyze data. Types of survey.
Questionnaire. Interviewing. Testing. Conversation. Main: discussion of methodological aspects and
organization of work, project structuring, work on the project. Drawing up a questionnaire, preparing questions
for interviews, making tests. Final: summarizing the results, formulation of the results, presentation of the
project. Product forms of project activities and presentation of the project. Criteria for project evaluation.

3. Types of resourses
Types of information sources. Types of literature: educational literature (textbook, textbook), reference and
information literature (encyclopedia, encyclopedic dictionary, reference, terminological dictionary, explanatory
dictionary), scientific literature (monograph, collection of scientific works, theses of reports, scientific journals,
dissertations). Bibliography and abstract, types of abstract: reference, advisory, general, specialized, analytical.
Drawing up a plan of an informative text. Formulation of plan points. The main part of the plan, search for
sources and literature, selection of facts.
Methods of work with statistical materials. Methods of visual presentation of statistical data. Statistical tables.
Rules for building tables in statistics. Structural and substantial analysis of statistical tables. Statistic charts.
Elements of a statistical graph. Types of charts.
Theses, types of theses, the algorithm of writing theses. Summary, rules of summarizing. Citation: general
requirements to the material being quoted; rules of citation design. Extracts from the text. Citation of the text,



notes in the text. Information resources (Internet technologies). Use of catalogues and search programs. Rules
and features of information search on the Internet. Searching for information on the Internet.

4. Implementation of projects
The sequence of activities of project participants (teachers - teaching and students - studying): setting the topic,
goals, initial position, formation of working groups; planning; decision-making; implementation; verification
and evaluation of results; protection of the project. Activity of project participants at various stages of the
project: determination of the topic, goals, starting point, formation of working groups; planning (problem
analysis, problem setting, specifying information, synthesis of ideas, plans); decision-making ("brainstorming",
discussion of alternatives, choosing the best option); implementation (work on project implementation);
verification and evaluation of results (analysis of project implementation, finding out the causes of success and
failure); project defence (collective activity analysis).

The general requirements to text registration (Standards on registration of typewritten works: paper format
choice, page settings, punctuation, numbering of pages, the headings).
The title page design, the project content. Bibliographic list design. Tables, graphs, diagrams, schemes layout
guidelines. Presentation of the project. Requirements for slide content. Creating a computer presentation.

5. Testing and evaluation of projects
Criteria for evaluation of completed projects: arguments for the choice of the topic, justification of the demand,
practical orientation of the project and the relevance of the work performed; scope and completeness of the
development, implementation of taken project stages, independence, completeness, availability for
understanding of the project by other people, material embodiment of the project; validity of proposed solutions,
approaches, conclusions, range of the bibliography, citation; level of creativity, originality of the topic,
approaches, solutions found, proposed argument.
Criteria for evaluation of the project defence: report quality; the scope and depth of the topic knowledge,
diligence; culture of speech, manner, use of visual aids, sense of time, maintaining the audience's attention;
answers to questions (completeness, persuasiveness and conviction, argumentativeness); business and
leadership qualities of the speaker. Self-analysis of project strengths and weaknesses, self-evaluation of results.
Requirements to the abstract of the presentation at the defense of the project, to the presentation.

6. Project funding
An understanding of the commercialization process. Transition from an idea to the market: stages of "idea
generation", "growing", "demonstration", "promotion", "stability".
Intellectual property (intellectual rights) as an object of civil law. Concept and content of intellectual property

The notion of copyright. Sources of copyrights. Objects of copyright. Origin and exercise of copyright. Subjects
of copyright. Content of copyright. Limits of Exercising Copyright. Period of validity of copyrights. Subjects of
related rights. Subjects of related rights. Appearance and exercise of related rights. Rights of subjects of related
rights. Limits on the exercise of neighbouring rights. Period of validity of related rights. Methods of protection
of copyright and related rights.
The notion of patent law. Sources of legal regulation. Objects of patent law. Subjects of patent law. The
emergence of the right to inventions, utility models and industrial designs. Rights of patentees. Limitations on
exercising patent rights. Termination of an exclusive right to inventions, utility models and industrial designs.
Methods of protecting patent rights.

7. Project presentation
Parameters of an external assessment of the project: relevance and topicality of the proposed problems,



adequacy of their studied subject; correctness of used research methods and methods of processing of received
results; the contributin of each participant of the project according to his/her individual abilities; collective
character of accepted decisions; character of communication and mutual help, complementarity of participants
of the project; necessary and sufficient depth of penetration into the problem, the use of knowledge from other
areas; validity of accepted decisions.

How presenters prepared for speeches. Rules for public speaking, recommendations. The main preconditions for
successful performance. How to finish the speech. Defending the project publicly. Evaluation of other authors'
projects by criteria.
