The tool ‘the Futures Wheel’ to assists management in judging the potential outcomes that are likely to occur as
a result of the decisions they have made.

Force Field Analysis as a popular and powerful decision making tool to determine whether or not management
should continue with their plan or alter its course. This tool is an excellent way to recognize and appreciate both
sides of a potential change so that you can see how effective it would be
