The concept of a transaction. Various classifications of transactions: Commons classification, Williamson
classification. The concept of asset specificity. fundamental transformation. Definition of transaction costs.
External and internal transaction costs. Alternative classifications of transaction costs: Milgrom-Roberts
classification, North-Eggertsson classification. Problems of measurement of transaction costs. Problems of
minimizing transaction costs.

Contract theory
General principles of contract law and basic concepts of the economic theory of contracts. The concept of a
complete contract and the reasons for the incompleteness of real contracts. Methodology for the analysis of real
contracts: agency theory. Principal-agent model. Problems of adverse selection and moral hazard. Market
signals and filtering as ways to solve the problem of adverse selection. External and internal mechanisms to
reduce the problem of moral hazard. Analysis of the main types of contracts in the McNeil-Williamson
classification (classical, neoclassical, relational contracts).

Property rights theory
The concept of property rights. Property Rights and the Problem of Resource Scarcity. Property rights and
externalities. Coase theorem. Formation and evolution of property rights. Naive theory of the formation of
property rights. Theory of interest groups. The theory of rent seeking. Problems of ill-defined property rights.

State theory
Basic theoretical approaches to the analysis of the state. Contract and exploitative theories of the state.
Neoclassical theory of the North state. Stationary bandit model by Mankur Olson. Institutional traps.
Corruption.
