Cultural Contexts of Contemporary British Literature
The discipline addresses the complex contemporary contexts in which British literature is developing. The
problems of the interaction of literature with history, politics, social aspects, gender and sexual problems of
modern British society, with the problems of multiculturalism and national identity are considered. In addition
to lectures, which consider the above-mentioned aspects of the existence of modern British literature, practical
classes are provided, where the works of modern British writers will be discussed, directly addressing the
socio-cultural aspects of modern British reality indicated in the lectures.

Historical context of contemporary British literature
This topic examines aspects of national British history that are most important for the dynamics of modern
British literature. In addition, the features of the interpretation of historical events in the works of British writers
are demonstrated.

The Victorian Age and/in the Presnt Time
Within the framework of this topic, those Victorian values and socio-cultural features that have turned out to be
the most perceived by modernity are considered. It proves how genetically related modern British reality and the
Victorian Age are and how this is reflected in contemporary British literature.

Political Context of contemporary British literature
The topic examines the features of modern British political life, the role of political traditions and political
innovations in it. The topic considers substantive and formal features of the reflection of the political processes
of modernity in British literature.

Class structure of the UK today
The topic examines the dynamics of the class structure of British society after the Second World War to the
present day, demonstrates the variable multiplicity of the class structure of British society. A number of works
demonstrate how complex class processes are reflected in modern British literature.

Gender, Sexuality and subcultures in the UK of nowadays
Within the framework of this topic, the gender aspects of modern British reality are discussed, the issues of the
dynamics of the role of women in the life of British society, the issues of queer relations are considered, the
originality of artistic treatment of this topic in modern British literature is considered.

Postcolonialism, multiculturalism and national Identities in contemporary British literature
The postcolonial essence of British society after the collapse of the British Empire is considered. The
transformation of British society into a multicultural one is demonstrated. It msr papig demonstrateB how
literature and art reflect this specificity of British reality

Historical Fiction in contemporay British literature
In the lesson on this topic, the specifics of the verbal and figurative reproduction of the past in a number of
works of contemporary British literature are analyzed: St/Fry 'Making History', H.Mantel 'Wolf Hall',
B.Unsworth 'Marality Play'.

Politics in contemporary British fiction
The peculiarities of the functioning of the political aspects of British society in contemporary fiction are
considered in the lesson. As a material for discussion S.Faulks's 'A Week in December", D.Hare's "Stuff
Happens' and J.Coe's 'Middle England' are involved.

Class issues in the British fiction of today
Using the example of such novels as "The Remains of the Day" by K.Ishiguro, "About a Boy" be N.Hornby and



"Nice work" be d.Lodge, the issues of artistic reflection of the class structure and problems of class relations in
modern British society are discussed.

Gender and subcultures in contemporary British literature
The artistic specifics of addressing gender issues in the life of English society are considered in the lesson on the
example of the stories by R. Seifert, Rose Tremaine and Gr.Swift.

Multicultural and identity issues in contemporary British literature
Such an important topic for modern British reality as multiculturalism and the related aspect of national identity
is considered on the example of Z.Smith's novel "White Teeth'.
