Professional environment as the place of intellectual, emotional and creative values exchange with the aim of
self-determination. Professional interaction as the process of direct and indirect communication between
specialists of one working sphere. Forms and subject matters of professional interaction. Professional
communication as a specific form of interaction.

Topic 2. Professional communication system
The concept of communication. Professional communication structure and functions. The concept and types of
professional communication. Verbal (written and oral) and non-verbal professional communication. Verbal
means of communication. Communication activity. Communication actions and their forms. Types, levels and
forms of communication activity. General rules and principles of establishing an effective communication.

Topic 3. Professional Communication Technologies
Main stages of professional communication process: communication intention, generation of the idea, encoding,
transmission, decoding (understanding) by the receiver. Main processes of professional communication.
Structural components of communication process. Processes of creating, designing and transmission of
professional information.

Section 2. Text as the means of professional communication
Academic literacy as the complex of general methodological skills. The role of critical reading in the
development of critical thinking. Skimming, scanning, in-depth (detail) and analytical reading. Critical reading
strategies. Typical reasoning errors. Referencing, annotating and reviewing skills.

Topic 1. Modern concept of the “New Literacies”
Modern concept of the “New Literacies”: academic and digital literacy. Academic literacy as the complex of
analytical and critical thinking skills for working with text information, and the correct use of different
“languages” on the perception level (reading and listening skills) alike on the productive level (writing and
speaking skills).

Topic 2. Critical reading
The role of critical reading in the development of critical thinking. Skimming, scanning, in-depth (detail) and
analytical reading. Interactive nature of text. An author and a reader. Dialogue between the author and the
reader. Writing as the means of connection with readers. Reception of the reader. Relationships between the
author and the reader. The author’s and reader’s view of the world and their interaction.

Topic 3. Critical reading strategies
Identification of a text’s main idea, thesis statements and arguments. Arguments evaluation and typical
reasoning errors. Text mapping and hypertext. Contextualization and its information sources. Analysis of
correlations between the text and other types of papers. Analysis of correlations between the text and reader’s
convictions. The phenomenon of indirectness. Text reproduction or participating reading as the text
reproduction with its language.

Section 3. Academic and non-academic texts: structure, types and forms of presentation
Basic concepts of scientific language. Types of academic texts. General requirements for an academic paper.
Types of non-academic texts. Composition of the text (oral, written, electronic). The unity, coherence and



cohesion of the text and its structural elements. Techniques of achieving text coherence. Forms of oral
professional communication, their universal and specific characteristics. Rules of oral presentation.

Topic 1. Types of academic texts
Specific characteristics of scientific discourse. Basic concepts of scientific language. Requirements for research
papers: objectivity (intersubjectivity), novelty, credibility, consistency, cumulativeness, validity, standardization,
simplicity, publicity, practicality. Descriptive, persuasive, constructive and communicative functions of
academic texts. Types of academic texts: essay, reference paper, projects, articles, thesis notes, presentations,
dissertations etc. Writing as a method of cognitive representation: an ability to create original thoughts and
justify them through reasoning; an ability to structure the written text as a whole thing through systematization
of hypothetical alike factual information. Plagiarism.

Topic 2. General requirements for an academic paper
From thesis statement to the text. Objectivity and author’s personal position. Academic text structure: main
concepts. Textual integrity and kinds of logical order. Introduction and conclusion. Paragraph and titular
sentence. Annotation. Annotation structure: a problem statement, relevance of the problem, the main result and
the following conclusions. Text summary. Peer reviewing skills. Specific characteristic of an academic review
(peer review). Text analysis: identification of author’s ideas, analysis of correlations between different parts of
the text, language analysis. Identification of convincing and unconvincing statements. Review structure:
informative and evaluation parts.

Topic 3. Academic essay
Essay as a type of written papers. Types of academic essays: descriptive, compare and contrast, problematic,
expository, critical, narrative, research. Specific characteristics of essay structure. Algorithm of working on
essay. Argumentation (reasoning) as a complexly organized system. Ambivalence of discussed issues. Basis of
reasoning. Main argumentation strategies, their strengths and weaknesses: analogy, authorization, deduction.
Typical reasoning errors and the ways of avoiding them. Essay assessment criteria.

Topic 4. Forms of oral professional communication
Forms of oral professional communication, their universal and specific characteristics. Differences between
spoken and written language. Differences between oral presentations in academic or other environments. Types
of oral presentations. Requirements for the oral presentation structure. Report structure (introduction, main
body, conclusion). Characteristics of an audience. Visual support of the oral presentation. Structure and content
of a video presentation. Video presentation design.

Topic S. Types of non-academic texts
Types of non-academic texts: publicism, personal documents (diaries, notes, autobiographies) etc. Differences
between scientific, literary and publicistic texts. Professional electronic communication. Generation of the new
forms of communication through online and social networking communities. Internet technologies as the main
communication means of group interactions between community members. Internet technologies as the base for
creation academic networking communities: electronic discussions (teleconferences, distribution lists, web
forums, chats etc.), online conferences, electronic journals and libraries. Specific characteristics of professional
electronic communities’ generation with the use of the Internet technologies.
